Student & Parent Agreement

I (Student), ______________________________ agree to the following terms, as I enter into a mentoring relationship:

· I commit to remain actively involved with M2M and with any assigned mentor until the end of the school year (June 1st) after the date of this agreement.

· If I am unable to attend any scheduled meeting, I will contact my assigned M2M Mentor or the Director as soon as possible.

· I understand that failure to make meeting requirements, or more than 4 absences from the group sessions, may result in my being removed from the program.  

· Provide M2M with a copy of all interim and quarterly report cards. 

As a student and Mentee, I am a willing participant, committed to meeting with my Mentor(s) throughout the school year.  I plan to attend all scheduled meetings and will be respectful of and open to feedback from my Mentor(s).

I (Parent), _______________________________ agree to the following terms, as my child enters into a mentoring relationship:

· I will support and encourage my child to attend mentoring, tutoring and group outings. 

· I agree to have my child arrive and picked up on time for all tutoring, mentoring and group outings.

· I agree to notify my child's mentor or program coordinator when they can't make a scheduled meeting.  

· I will meet with my mentoring program coordinator to assess my child’s progress.

· Participate in at least one outing and one tutoring session during the school year.

· Make contact with my child’s mentor at least once per month. 

· Provide M2M with a copy of all interim and quarterly report cards. 

· Attend all orientations and any other activities where their presence is requested. 

· I understand that any participation fee paid will not be refundable for any reason.

Confidentiality:  All that is shared with Mentor(s) will be confidential and will not be shared with others.  Anything the Mentor feels is a concern, which warrants the attention of another adult, will be first discussed with the student.  It is understood that if there is a threat of harm, either for the student or others, confidentiality may need to be broken in order to seek protection for anyone in danger.

Liability:  M2M hosts mentoring sessions that at times require transportation from one point to another.  M2M is not liable or responsible for the safety of any Mentee.  Undersigned, parent or legal guardian agrees to hold M2M harmless for any injury, damage or loss to students and/or their property.

Disclosure:  Should student/parents require more information on M2M or participating Mentors, they should contact the Director of M2M.  Every attempt will be made to disclose relevant information that students/parents feel thy need to know to preserve participation in the mentoring program.
